The focus of this reading format is not just to read the bible in a year or two. Our goal is to provide achievable, daily reading goals that incorporate
passages across the Old Testament, New Testament, and the Gospels.

Each Sunday & Wednesday we’ll read a Psalm (lifting our hearts in worship for mid-week refreshment).
Weekdays we’ll read a section from the Gospels (to fix our eyes on Jesus), a chapter in the New
Testament (reminding ourselves of discipleship), and a section from the Old Testament

(Expanding our knowledge of God’s great plan to save mankind).

Each Saturday we'll read a chapter from Proverbs (to grow in wisdom).
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
